      I was ready to leave. You're right. It's tame. I don't know why he came here, but I don't 
        believe Diocles was looking into the vigiles themselves.“ He had gone after other jobs, 
        for one thing. So; is there anything else you can tell me about my missing man?”

      He was fine when he left here. I said we had no vacancies but I'd keep his name listed. He 
        took it quietly enough."

      I had reached the door before an impulse made me turn back. Did he give you a contact 
        address? A room by the Marine Gate?"

      Sick of unhelpful blockheads, I went home for lunch. There, my very intelligent and 
        normally helpful girlfriend was awaiting my return. But even Helena Justina looked as if 
        she might turn nasty.

      XI

      Albia was playing with the children, head down, not meeting anybody's eye. For once, the 
        two little girls were keeping very quiet. My brother-in-law Aulus was acting unconcerned, 
        as if whatever had happened was none of his fault; he greeted me with a silent grimace, 
        then stuck his head in a note-tablet. I could not even see Nux. They all seemed grateful 
        that I had come home, to fend off the ballistics and rescue them.

      Helena Justina continued for a moment to slice leeks on an unpleasant wooden board we had 
        inherited with the apartment. Leeks are an Ostia speciality. I had been promised my 
        favourite recipe. It looked as if grit would be left in among the fronds. On purpose.

      Helena, dear heart! Shall I go out and come in again, more contrite?"

      Are you suggesting there is something wrong, Falco?"

      Of course not, fruit. I would just like to make it plain I never touched that barmaid, 
        whatever the girl may be saying, and if somebody has left a dead rat in the gutter 
        overflow, it wasn't me; that is absolutely not my idea of something funny."

      Helena took a long, deep breath, and looked up from her knifework with a stare that said 
        she was considering the barmaid suggestion very, very thoroughly. Maybe that joke had been 
        too big a risk.

      She was still holding the knife. I really could not think of any reason to feel guilty, so 
        I stayed quiet and looked meek. Not too meek.

      Helena was easily irritated.

      She was still holding her breath too; now she let it all out, extremely slowly. Nobody 
        should be blamed for their family," she announced.

      Ah!" It was one of my relatives. No surprise. I could have run through the possibilities 
        mentally, but there were far too many.

Whatever she did or said, I apologise for her, 
        dearest."

      It wasn't what she did,“ snarled Helena, my mild, tolerant, diplomatic partner. It never 
        is what Junia does. It's what she damn well is. It's how she sits there in her neat 
        outfit, with her careful jewels, and her struggling son in his very clean tunic, and her 
        slobbering dog who gets himself everywhere, and I can't actually say what leads it to 
        happen, but maybe her trite conversation and self-satisfied behaviour just, make, me, want 
        to scream!”

      Now she felt better.

      I sat down, nodding sympathetically. Helena went back to chopping.

      For a girl who had been brought up to consider kitchens as places into which she was only 
        expected to wander to give orders about recipes for patrician banquets, she could now 
        wield sharp knives adeptly. I identified a handy cloth that would stanch blood, then I 
        watched with caution. I had taught her to try and avoid chopping off her fingers, but it 
        seemed best not to distract her until she finished. Helena had long, beautiful hands.

      After a time she threw the leeks in a bowl of water, rattled them about to clean them, 
        wiped the knife, banged down a pan on the cooking bench I had improvised, looked for the 
        olive oil distractedly, and allowed me to find it for her. I took hold of the pan handle. 
        She snatched it away from me. I stood aside politely. She elbowed me back into position 
        and allowed me to take over cooking. Aulus, with unheard-of domestic sense, unwound 
        himself and poured a beaker of red wine, which he placed formally in his sister's hand.

      Helena leaned against the table, sipping. Her frown relaxed.

      Soon she told me glumly that Petronius had called that morning; he had looked up the lists 
        of undesirables kept by the vigiles, and found no mention of any Damagoras. Then we got to 
        the nub. Helena added that the reason Junia had called was to gloat that Gaius Baebius did 
        have some information on the name. Being Junia, she would not tell Helena what. Well, that 
        was why Helena was annoyed.

      I would have to see Gaius Baebius. Now I was annoyed too.

      Still, the leeks were good. I crumbled in some goat's cheese and de-stoned black olives, 
        frisked it all around with a little salty fish-pickle, I served it into bowls, and topped 
        off-with a dribble of extra oil. We ate this with yesterday's bread. Helena had been too 
        angry to go out to the baker for fresh.

      XII

      I took the ferry to Portus, where Gaius Baebius worked in his capacity as a customs clerk, 
        or, as he would pedantically add, a supervisor. The vital labour of harassing importers 
        for their tax took place at the main harbour, the big new one planned out by the Emperor 
        Claudius and finished by Nero. Meant to replace the clogged facilities at Ostia, Portus 
        had been inadequate for the task since the day it was inaugurated. I knew Gaius would 
        explain that to me all over again, whether or not it affected my enquiry and despite me 
        reminding him that he had moaned on about it before.

      I had promised Helena I would use the ferry trip to calm down.

      Instead, as I sat in the boat being rowed slowly over, stress gripped me.

      Portus Augusti had been constructed about two miles to the north of Ostia itself. I tried 
        to concentrate on geography.

      Ostia was the only real harbour on Italy's western coast for many miles in both 
        directions, or nobody would ever have made land here.

      You probably had to go up as far as Cosa to find a decent berth to the north while to the 
        south, grain ships which came from Africa and Sicily still often unloaded at Puteoli on 
        the Bay of Neapolis, after which the corn was transported overland to avoid the 
        difficulties here. Nero had even wanted to build a canal all the way from Puteoli, as a“ 
        simpler” solution than trying to improve the Ostia maritime gateway.

      Rome had been founded upstream on high ground at the earliest bridgeable point on the 
        Tiber, but that presupposed ours was a useful river. Romulus was a shepherd. How would he 
        know? Compared with the grandiose waterways in most major provincial capitals, old Father 
        Tiber was a widdle of rat's piss. Even at Ostia, the muddy river mouth was not much more 
        than a hundred strides across; Helena and I had been given much amusement the other 
        morning, watching large ships trying to manoeuvre past each other amidst shouts of alarm 
        and clashing oars. And the river was unfriendly. Swimmers were regularly plucked out of 
        their depth and swirled to their death by drowning.

      Children did not paddle on the Tiber's brim.

      The small, meandering Tiber was too full of silt, its current was unpredictable, and it 
        wound all over the countryside. That said, although it flooded often and suffered 
        droughts, it was rarely impassable. Vessels could make their way inland to moor right up 
        alongside the Emporium in Rome, and some still did. However, rowing upstream meant the 
        fast flow was against them. Sailing was ruled out because of the bends; square-rigged 
        ships lost the wind at every turn. So they were towed. Some were hauled by draught 
        animals, but most were dragged up or down the twenty-mile distance by teams of despondent 
        slaves.

      That imposed a weight limit. And it was why Ostia, together now with Portus, was so 
        important. Many ships had to moor and unload when they arrived at the coast; then they had 
        to lay up, while they awaited their out-going loads and passengers. So Ostia had always 
        served as a docking anteroom to Rome. Unhappily, it had been chosen and founded by saltpan 
        workers, not sailors. The Tiber mouth was perfect for an industry that required shallows, 
        but there had never been deep moorings. Worse, it was an unsafe landing point. The largest 
        trade vessels, including the huge imperial corn transporters

      had to disembark at least part of their cargoes into tenders out in the open sea. That was 
        dangerous, and only feasible in summer. Two currents met, where the river dashed out into 
        the oncoming tide.

      There were treacherous west winds to contend with. Add in the coastal shoals and the sand 
        bar at the mouth of the river, and merchantmen arriving from foreign lands had a good 
        chance of foundering.

      Meanwhile, for more manageable shipping that ventured straight to land there were still 
        problems. As it finally reached the coast, the Tiber divided into two channels, both 
        nowadays too choked with silt for ships of any size. Portus had been designed to relieve 
        the problem, and to some extent it did. Many trading vessels now docked in the Portus 
        basin. The muddy Tiber channels were still busy with traffic, especially the four 
        different ferry services, all run by dour, toothless men whose families predated Romulus, 
        who charged separate fares for locals and for visitors, and who could diddle your change 
        in all known foreign currencies.

      I braved the ferry, then hitched a lift in a vegetable cart across the Island, a flat area 
        of market gardens with rich soil through which a busy road now ran. I had been here 
        several times over the years, usually making Portus my starting point for overseas 
        missions. Each time I had found more and more building work, as the warehouses expanded 
        and people chose to build new homes out here where they worked.

      The new harbour was heavy-duty imperial magnificence.

      Encircling walls surrounded the great basin, forming two moles which thrust out to sea. On 
        their far ends stood temples and statues, and between them lay a man-made island. This was 
        famously formed by the sunken ship that had once brought from Egypt that enormous obelisk 
        which now graced the central divide of Nero's Circus in Rome. The delivery ship had been 
        scuppered in deep water, while laden with ballast, and on to this base was planted a 
        four-storey lighthouse, topped by a colossal statue of a monumental nude; to me it looked 
        like an emperor, only lightly draped for modesty. Below him, shipping sailed in through 
        the north passage and out through the south, with sailors and passengers staring up at the 
        imperial never-you-minds and thinking ooh, what a dramatic sight.

      The giant Julio-Claudian goolies were even more dramatic when under-lit by the pharos at 
        night.

      The harbour itself was crammed with every kind of vessel, right down to summer visitors 
        from the Misenum Fleet. On a famous occasion, the flagship had called in, the gaudy 
        hexeris called the Ops.

      Today I saw a line of three deserted triremes which were clearly military, in among the 
        oceangoing traders. Tugs, each with sets of chubby oars and a sturdy towing mast, slowly 
        shunted around large vessels as moorings needed to be rearranged. Bumboats skidded over 
        the water like fleas, amidst shouts of abuse or greeting. Skiffs pottered aimlessly in the 
        hands of those inevitable old harbour bores who hang about wearing seafaring caps and 
        trying to cadge drinks off people like me. From time to time large vessels silently 
        entered or left the harbour beneath the shadow of the lighthouse, then there would be 
        flurries of interest among the cranes and offices on the moles. I could not count the 
        forest of masts and towering beaked prows, but there must be sixty or seventy sizeable 
        ships tied up inside the harbour, plus a few strays anchored offshore and various vessels 
        plying up and down at sea.

      I had travelled the world, but seen nowhere like this. Ostia was the hub of the widest 
        trade market ever known. The Republic had been an era of modest prosperity which ended in 
        civil war and hardship; the emperors, who were backed by legendary financiers and flush 
        with spoils, soon taught us sumptuous spending. Rome now gorged itself on produce. Marbles 
        and fine timbers were bought in endless quantities from every corner of the Empire. 
        Artwork and glassware, ivory, minerals, jewels and oriental pearls poured into our city.

      Fabulous spices, roots and balsams were brought in by the shipload.

      Brave men imported oysters from the northern waters, carried alive in barrels of murky 
        salt water. Amphorae laden with salt fish, pickles and olives jostled for notice among 
        thousand upon thousand of other amphorae brimming with olive oil. Dusky traders coaxed 
        elephants down gangplanks, among cages of furious lions and panthers. Whole libraries of 
        scrolls were delivered for great men who were too busy to read them, along with refined 
        librarians and papyrus menders. Cloths and exorbitant dyes arrived. Slave dealers brought 
        their human traffic.

      Some of these commodities were re-exported to enlighten distant provinces. Goods created 
        in Rome were sent abroad by smart entrepreneurs. Italian wines and sauces were dispatched 
        to the army, to overseas administrators, to provincials in need of educating in what 
        Romans valued. Tools, household goods, turnips, meats, potted plants, cats and rabbits 
        went out in mixed cargoes of lawyers and legionaries to places that had once lacked all of 
        them, places that would one day be exporting their local versions back to us.

      When they did, a treat awaited. Gaius Baebius would be here. They would find him lying in 
        wait on the quay at Portus, seated behind his customs table with his soft smile and his 
        maddening attitude, ready to give them their first long, slow, unbearable experience of a 
        Roman clerk.

      Only if they were very, very lucky would I turn up to drag him away.

      Come and have a drink, Gaius."

      Steady on, Marcus; I have to be at my post."

      You're the supervisor. Give your staff an opportunity to make mistakes. How can you put 
        them right otherwise? This is for their own good The underlings gazed at me with mixed 
        feelings. A small queue of traders let out an ironic cheer.

      Oh Hades. Junia had made Gaius have Ajax for the afternoon.

      When I pulled him from his seat behind the tablets and money caskets, the dreadful dog 
        came too. An uncontrollable tail knocked over two inkwells, as Gaius lifted off his 
        wide-beamed backside and stood up reluctantly from his stool. That enormous wet tongue 
        caught the back of my knees as the loopy creature bumbled after us. Every time we passed a 
        porter with a handcart, Ajax had to bark.

      Leaving the desk is bad practice, Marcus."

      Have a breather. Enjoy bumming off for once, like everyone else."

      Ajax! Drop it! Good boy . . ."

      Portus was Elysium for an excitable dog. The harbour walkways were stuffed with bollards 
        to pee against, sacks to jump on, amphorae to lick, cranes to wind a lead around. Short 
        men who looked suspicious lurked everywhere, begging to be harassed with growls and bared 
        teeth. There were wild smells, sudden loud noises, and unseen vermin scuttling in dark 
        corners. Eventually the dog found a bit of ragged rope to carry, then he calmed down.

      He needs discipline, Gaius. My Nux would be walking sedately at my side now."

      Gaius Baebius was annoying, but not daft. If that's true, you must have got a new dog 
        since I saw you last, Falco."

      He sidetracked himself, wondering when our last meeting had been. Saturnalia, apparently. 
        Julia had broken one of her deaf cousin's toys, and Favonia gave the dear little boy a 
        nasty cold. Well, that was children, I said callously, dragging the brother-in-law to the 
        counter of a streetside foodshop. I ordered. I didn't bother upsetting myself by waiting 
        for Gaius Baebius to play the host; we would have ended up being asked to leave the 
        counter to make way for paying customers.

      I asked for a small dish of nuts and a spiced wine.

      Gaius Baebius held a lengthy debate about whether he wanted the lentil mash or something 
        they called the pulse of the day, which looked like pork chunks to me. Gaius, unconvinced, 
        expressed his uncertainty at great length, failing to interest anybody else in his 
        dilemma. I had tried solving problems for him in the past. I had no wish to end up 
        dribbling with delirium again, so I just ate my nuts.

      Meat stews were banned in fast-food outlets, in case enjoying a decent meal incited people 
        to relax their guard and express disapproval of the government. No food-seller was going 
        to admit to Gaius Baebius that he was flouting the edict; every word Gaius uttered gave 
        the impression of an inspector sent by some unpleasant aedile to check on infringements of 
        the Emperor's hotpot regulations.

      Eventually he decided on a bowl of nuts too. The proprietor gave us both a filthy glare 
        and banged it down, only half full, at which Gaius cavilled stubbornly for a while. Dark 
        plans for murdering him seeped into my brain.

      One customer edged away from us, declined a refill and fled. The other walked aside in a 
        huff, and lapped up his potage while leaning on a bollard and shouting insults at 
        seagulls. Ajax joined in, barking so loudly that heads popped out of the nearby grain and 
        spice negotiators' offices, while the bouncer at the Damson Flower Boarding-House [which 
        looked like a brothel] came outside to glare. Ajax had been imbued with my sister's stiff 
        morals. He hated the brothel bouncer; hurling into attack mode, he dragged at his lead 
        until it pulled so tight he was frothing and half choked.

      Oblivious, Gaius Baebius fixed me, wagging his finger. Now come on, Marcus, stop holding 
        up the issue. You want to ask me about that fellow called Damagoras. So why can't you get 
        on with it?"

      It took me some time to stop choking on my wine, then a few more moments of reflection on 
        why it would be unwise to throttle Gaius Baebius. (Junia would turn me in ) Then I 
        solemnly asked the crucial question, so Gaius Baebius gravely told me what he knew.

      I thought he told me everything. Later, I knew better.

      My brother-in-law mentioned a large maritime villa somewhere out of town. Holiday homes 
        owned by wealthy grandees and the imperial family had long occupied the stretch of coast 
        near Ostia.

      There was an attractive mix of forests full of huntable game and an ocean panorama; 
        holidays could provide exercise and relaxation, and when they palled, Rome was only a few 
        hours distant. That property lover, Augustus, had owned a spread which passed to Claudius, 
        who kept elephants in the grounds. A nosy tourist, Gaius Baebius had once taken a trip to 
        gape at these places, which were mainly deserted nowadays; a local had pointed out one 
        great house that was actually occupied, where a man called Damagoras lived. I remember 
        this, Marcus, because of the rather unusual name; it seemed to have a foreign ring."

      So give me directions to the incomer's villa, Gaius."

      You'll never find it. I'll have to take you there."

      I wouldn't hear of it."

      Oh it's no trouble,“ declared Gaius [implying it was enormous trouble, so that I would 
        feel guilty. As you said so wisely, Marcus, my work can wait. They very much rely on me, 
        but I should take time off occasionally.”

      I was stuck. My dead-weight relation was now looking forward to a leisurely seaside day 
        out. There was no alternative. I had no other clues to the whereabouts of Diocles. The 
        mysterious Damagoras was my sole lead.

      XIII

      Once I prised him from his desk, Gaius decided to make the most of it. He suggested we 
        take picnics, sunhats and our families. I said that would look unprofessional. Respecting 
        the work concept, he agreed even though he had always thought my sphere of activity had 
        all the glamour of the mighty mound of horse manure outside the Circus Maximus. I managed 
        to persuade him we still had enough daylight to hire donkeys, visit the villa, and be back 
        before dinner. We could make up a bathing party some other day . . .

      Time was with us when we started. We left through the Laurentine Gate, riding fast through 
        the enormous necropolis that lay outside town. Farms and orchards covered the plain, then 
        when we hit the Via Severina, the main road to Laurentum, there were fancy villas every 
        half a mile. After Gaius had lost himself down several wrong turnings, we were pushing it 
        for time. Off-duty fishermen had stared at us in a tiny seashore village when he took us 
        off the main road. Returning to it, we had ridden through miles of light woodland.

      Gaius rejected numerous villas built for people with too little leisure time and far too 
        much money. The Laurentine coastline south of Ostia is a continuous ribbon of guarded 
        homes set in elegant playgrounds and we had ridden past many of them. The sun had mellowed 
        and shadows were long when we took one final lumpy track off the high road, headed 
        gloomily towards the sea, and turned up at the place we wanted. a large fenced property 
        which by chance had no one at the gate.

      The gate was closed. We tethered our donkeys out of sight and climbed it. I wanted to go 
        exploring by myself, but nobody went on a solo foray when they were out with Gaius 
        Baebius. He had no idea of diplomacy, and no intention of covering the rear.

      We walked up the entrance drive, keeping our ears peeled. If the owner of this place was 
        the usual rich enthusiast with a menagerie that roamed loose, we were sitting targets. Our 
        boots sank into warm sandy soil on a soft track, where the coastal air was richly scented 
        with pine needles. Cicadas whirred in the great trees all around us. Otherwise there was 
        silence, except for the distant whisper of the waves, breaking in long low combers on the 
        so-far hidden shore.

      The villa we reached was built so close to the sea that it must often be uncomfortable to 
        unfold the panoramic doors on its various dining rooms, lest the sea view came in a little 
        too close and spray reached the serving tables, tainting the rich contents of the silver 
        dishes and tarnishing their heavy decoration. Sea breezes would waken sleepers in the 
        lavish guest bedrooms. The salty air was already drying my skin.

      It must cause horticultural problems in the kitchen gardens beside the bath house, the 
        trellised arbours covered with tough vines and ornamentals, and the wide, formally planted 
        parterre where we ended up. There the paths had been gravelled, but sand constantly blew 
        over them, and some of the box edgings had suffered from too harsh a climate. Nonetheless, 
        a dogged gardener had produced a green area where he let his imagination run riot on 
        topiary. The estate did boast wild beasts, a half-size elephant raising his trunk [which 
        had to be on wires] and a matched pair of lions, all clipped out of bushes. So proud was 
        the topiarist of his careful handiwork that he had signed his name in box trees.

      He was called Labo. Or Libo. Or Lubo.

      LBO stood neatly at the end of the garden. But the topiarist was unlucky.

      The villa's owner had wanted to see his own name in box trees. The missing vowel had just 
        been beaten down to a stump by a furious man who now seized the topiarist by his hair. As 
        Gaius and I arrived, he was about to cut off the screaming Lbo's head with his clipping 
        shears.

      XIV

      Nobody had seen us. We could still scram out of the way.

      Excuse me!" Gaius shot forwards, a righteous clerk at full pelt with his chin up 
        stubbornly. He was interfering dangerously and I should have abandoned him.

      The shears may never have been sharp enough to decapitate the gardener, but they had drawn 
        blood. The furious man was gripping the blades together one-handed, digging them into the 
        neck of the topiarist as if he was tackling a stout branch. He was strong and handy.

      Pompous and plump, Gaius Baebius shook his finger like a feeble schoolteacher. Now I 
        suggest that you stop right there.“ Judging by the furious man's expression, we were next 
        for having our fronds lopped. Gaius carried on calmly, I'm all for chastising errant 
        slaves, but there are limits.”

      The man with the shears hurled the gardener to the ground, where he lay gurgling as he 
        clutched his throat. Killing your slave is legal though unless you catch him screwing your 
        wife, it is generally frowned on.

      The attacker stamped on the topiarist and marched towards us. He was not Roman. His 
        clothing was rich and colourful, beneath a patina of careless grime; lank hair tumbled 
        down to his shoulders; gold glinted at his throat. Most knuckles on the hand that gripped 
        the long bladed shears were armoured with gemstone rings. He had dark skin, weathered in 
        some open-air occupation; from his manners, he had reached the top of his career by 
        trampling on subordinates and bludgeoning rivals. Whatever that career entailed, I did not 
        think he earned his living by delicate silk-thread embroidery.

      I tried to defuse the tension. Your fellow looks in need of help,“ I called, still at a 
        distance and keen to stay there. He may never clip a spiral again, Pity. His work is a 
        fine standard . . .”

      It was debatable whether this man could understand Latin, but he clearly disagreed. I 
        expected trouble, though not what happened. He threw the shears straight at me.

      The tool came flying at neck height. If he had targeted Gaius, Gaius would be dead. As I 
        swerved aside, my brother-in-law shrieked. Hey, this is Didius Falco! You don't want to 
        mess with him!"

      That was a challenge, one I myself would not have issued. I feared that our attacker had 
        very sharp knives tucked into every fold of his richly layered tunics and cummerbunds, but 
        that he could kill an enemy with his bare hands anyway.

      Experienced in conflict, I made a quick decision. Gaius, run like mad!"

      So did the gardener, now staggering to his feet to join in. As we reached the end of a 
        hedge, several other men appeared.

      We ran past a detached sun lounge and guest suite. We reached the limits of the grounds. 
        We hit the beach. The sand was dry powder, hopeless for running. Gaius Baebius carried too 
        much weight so he was floundering; I grabbed his arm to haul him along faster, and as I 
        glimpsed his flushed face I saw that this was the most exciting thing to have happened to 
        my staid brother-in-law since Junia broke her toe on an empty amphora. To me, it felt like 
        disaster. We were unarmed, way out in the country where they make their own rules about 
        strangers, a long way from our donkeys, and heading in the wrong direction. Our pursuers 
        caught up with us five yards across the beach.

      Some slaves overpowered us first. I ordered Gaius not to fight.

      Quickly I owned up to trespassing at the villa, and appealed to good sense. I had just had 
        time to introduce myself when the furious man strolled up, glaring. On his side the 
        courtesies were basic. I was thumped. Gaius Baebius suffered the fate of the foolish. he 
        was thumped, knocked to the ground and given a kicking. Then he made the mistake of 
        scolding the topiarist for ingratitude, and got kicked some more.

      Pa, who was a wide-bodied, grey-haired old trickster full of deviousness himself, looked 
        pleased. Oh, I know. She heard her brother has slunk ashore at Portus."

      Who, Fabius orjunius?" My two uncles from the family farm took it in turns to abscond in a 
        huff, often over woman troubles, always due to some huge slight involving the other 
        brother. They each liked to hone grand, embarrassing schemes for a new life, mad ideas 
        like becoming a gladiator or running a cuttlefish firm. [That was Fabius ignoring the fact 
        that shellfish brought him out in a rash ]

      Neither of them." Pa dropped this news, and waited for my amazement.

      Helena came in behind me. Hello, Geminus; this is a surprise.“ She was excellent with 
        irony.

      And why should they abandon it, so long as crooked auctioneers in Rome would fence their 
        plunder? I resented all my father stood for, but if he had information, I wanted it. I 
        regret to say I need your help, Pa. Might Damagoras or his close associates be connected 
        to a kidnapping racket that seems to be centred on Portus?"

      Oh that!" exclaimed Pa.

      He might be bluffing, but my father always had an ear to the ground.

      He now said he had heard of people being held to ransom, though he was unable to link 
        these kidnaps to Damagoras. He swore he knew the old villa-owner only as the seller of a 
        particularly fine Aphrodite Surprised', a couple of years back. Beautifully modelled 
        drapery!"

      Not wearing much of it!" Pa smacked his lips.

      Rubella never had much going on in his office and he knew I only went to see him if there 
        was some big event I could not handle by myself. He was aware that if Petro had been here 
        in Rome I would have consulted him instead.

      Marcus Rubella, I have been working in Ostia. I believe the Fourth is off there soon."

      On the Ides. So what can't wait, Falco?"

      I've stumbled on a scam. It must have been going on for some time; the other cohorts have 
        failed to get a grip Rubella bared his teeth, shark-like, as if he saw through my 
        flattery. He enjoyed thinking his lads had an opening to show up their rivals.

      I outlined the kidnappings, never suggesting they went back in time too far. Pardon me for 
        sounding like a schoolboy's arithmetic problem, but if seven cohorts are working 
        four-month shifts in rotation, then they must each return to the out-station every two 
        years and four months.

      I carried out one last task during my flying visit to the city. I was supposed to meet 
        Helena at our house, but after I left Rubella, I took a long detour and made my way down 
        to the Forum. I checked the Daily Gazette column; of course it told me Infamia was still 
        on holiday. Then I went to see Holconius and Mutatus in the Gazette office.

      Neither was there of course. Most of the Gazette's readers are away in July and August. 
        Nothing of note happens. Everyone is at the coast.

      Everyone with any money goes into the hills for cooler air, or south to the sea.

      You could create a special edition called the Neapolis Exciter,“ I fantasised to the slave 
        who was slowly plying a damp sponge around the otherwise deserted rooms. Seaside gossip. 
        Sandy Surrentum secrets. Baiae bathing-pool outrages. Hints that there may soon be a 
        shortage of scallop omelettes, unless senators on holiday curb their maritime villa 
        banquets.”

      Market day in Pompeii is Saturn day,“ replied the slave glumly. It sounded as if a 
        Campanian Companion had already been considered and rejected as too boring. In Nuceria 
        it's Sun day, in Atella it's Moon day.”

      I told him I took the point. As I was leaving he revived suddenly.

      Falco, how is Diocles? Is he still at his auntie's?"

      I paused. This was unexpected. The gentle Fates had handed me a bonus. Holconius and 
        Mutatus gave me the impression that was just a ruse. I thought Diocles didn't really have 
        an auntie."

      The slave looked scornful. Of course he does. He goes to see her every year."

      How come you know?"

      The slave looked swanky. People talk to me." He probably wanted to be an investigator when 
        he was freed. If I failed to find Diocles, there might be a job going.

      So, Auntie what?"

      Auntie Vestina."

      Know where she lives?"

      Near a temple."

      Portus or Ostia itself?"

      Ostia."

      Ostia is a very religious town, my friend; any clue to which temple?"

      All the slave could come up with was that water had something to do with it. Well, that 
        should be easy in a town on a river-mouth, down at the coast.

      I gave him a half-denarius. He didn't know he could have just put an end to my nice little 
        summer commission. Infamia was no longer missing; he was swanning on a sun bed while a 
        loving relative plied him with cool drinks and home-made olive pate. All I had to do now 
        was locate the right temple, collect Diocles from his Auntie Vestina, and bring him home 
        again.

      Ah, if only it had been that easy.
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      I had told the slave the truth. Ostia had always been very religious.

      There were temples absolutely everywhere, some spanking new, some that harked back to when 
        the town was just a cluster of salt workers" huts in a marsh. If the Ostians had space for 
        any sort of dedicated enclosure, they whipped a wall around three sides and put up a 
        podium in a pillared shrine. Their motto was. why build one when there is room for four? A 
        cluster of altars was better than a solo.

      When they ran out of gods, they threw honours at allegorical concepts; near our apartment 
        stood a row of four little temples, dedicated to Venus and Ceres, plus Hope and Fortune 
        too. I for my part had no time for love, and with two very young children under my feet in 
        a small apartment I was dead set against any further fertility.

      As I failed to track down Diocles, I was soon cursing my bad fortune and running out of 
        hope.

      On my return, the quest for the scribe's aunt took me all over town.

      I reckoned I could omit the giant temples to Jupiter and to Rome and Augustus which 
        dominated the Forum; anyone who lived there would describe their house as near the Forum. 
        Pompous types might call it the Capitolium. Vague ones would say they lived in the middle 
        of town.

      Otherwise, I had to visit the lot. I became adept at scenting out smoke from sacrificial 
        offerings. I also became a real nymphaeum bore. The Ostians liked gracing wayside walls 
        with water-troughs, and though some were plain drinking points for beasts of burden, many 
        were set up as decorative shrines to water gods. Helena had to listen to me counting up 
        each day's haul as temples became my obsessive collecting fad, worse than the time I tried 
        to explore all the Seven Hills of Rome when I was only eight years old and not supposed to 
        leave the Aventine by myself.

At the slightest 
        encouragement I showed people my sketch map with shrines marked in red.

      My mother, who was staying with Maia, became very excited when she thought Helena had 
        begun sacrifices to the Good Goddess.

      [I was absolved from taking part; men are too Bad] Bona Dea was for a while our favoured 
        divinity in the conundrum, as her neat sea-view temple lay outside the Marine Gate. We did 
        wonder if Diocles had chosen lodgings in an area he knew, though if his auntie was in that 
        vicinity we could not explain why he went into lodgings. . . We failed to track down 
        Vestina near the Bona Dea, so my search moved back to the centre of town.

      Top deity here was Vulcan. A straightforward anvil god with a fetching limp. Helena and I 
        spent a pleasant day at his ancient complex; we took Albia and the children, making it an 
        excuse for a picnic, which was just as well because as a work exercise our trip was 
        pointless. We could only associate Vulcan with water via a long-winded link involving the 
        vigiles dousing fires. Tenuous. For reasons nobody knew any more, the fire god's high 
        priest was the most important man in Ostia, lording it over the cult's own praetors and 
        aediles; it was a lifetime appointment of ancient derivation which carried, as far as I 
        could see, no advantage nowadays except being grovelled to by sycophantic town 
        councillors, all hoping that the current pontifex of Vulcan would quickly drop dead so 
        they could jostle for his post.

      That night Helena Justina sat up suddenly in bed with a shriek of Cybele!" This did not 
        enthral me. Eastern gods are generally deplorable and I really wince at the Great Mother 
        with her self-castrating sidekick, Attis. No man with a love life can think calmly of a 
        consort who cut off his genitalia. Anyway, I had done the Eastern cults already. I had 
        examined houses all around the Temple of Isis.

      Seemed a good bet. Isis equals Nile god equals very important water if you live in Egypt. 
        Isis is also a sea goddess, and protects sea voyagers. Her temple was in the west end of 
        town, on the riverbank.

      To match the slave's description, this was about as likely as anywhere could be, so I 
        scoured the neighbourhood thoroughly. Always uncomfortable with the sistrum-shaking 
        priests, the dubious priestesses in their topless, see-through pleated linen and the 
        unnerving portraits of dog-headed fellows with their arms folded, I was glad to escape.

      I had had no luck searching around the Isis enclosure for waterfront houses where a 
        scribe's aunt might live. To cheer myself up, I bought a good hanging lamp in the form of 
        a ship, and only noticed when I got it home that it had three little shrines of Isis, 
        Anubis and Serapis.

      Ours was not a household that liked statuettes of gods. We did not even own our own Lares. 
        [Thinking of that, I went back out and checked around the Forum shrine of the town Lares ]

      No, it's Cybele we want,“ Helena insisted that night. The cult statue was brought from the 
        East to Rome by sea when Claudius decided to legitimise worship. There's that story of the 
        young woman with the soiled reputation.”

      I perked up. Oh, my kind of girl!"

      Think again, Falco. The ship got stuck in the estuary. Whatever her-name-was went and 
        claimed that if her chastity remained intact she would touch the ship with her girdle."

      She did the girdle trick. the ship moved off up the Tiber. Now can I go to sleep again?"

      You can go to the Temple of Cybele tomorrow, Marcus."

      I did; I found nothing. Cybele had a huge enclosure by the Laurentine Gate where she was 
        attended by various associate gods in their own little shrines but, as far as I could 
        discover, no aunts. Helena allowed me to resume my dogged search elsewhere. I investigated 
        temples of Castor and Pollux, Mars, Diana, Neptune, Liber Pater, round and rectangular 
        temples of divinities whose names were not even obvious, Pater Tiberina, and the Genius of 
        the Colony. The craft guilds had their own temples, prominently the Temple of the Ship 
        Builders and a temple in the Forum of the Wine Growers [I enjoyed that morning.

      I was running out of podiums.

      At this point, my dedicated religious trek must have caught the eye of some soft-hearted 
        Olympus deity. I had been poking around backstreets on the west side of the Forum, where 
        somebody had suggested there might be a shrine with ships on it. I never found them.

      Despondent, I headed back to a road that would take me to the Decumanus. It had a couple 
        of small temples which I had already dismissed. Squashed in on the same site was one major 
        temple. to Hercules Invictus. Empathising with any other hero afflicted with hard labours, 
        I paid it more attention than previously and walked right up the steps. There were nine. 
        On a hot day it was a steep climb, which was why I had omitted this last time. I entered 
        the sanctum.

      There I had my breakthrough.

      In the interior, a set of friezes depicted how the cult statue had been discovered years 
        before. Hercules had been dredged up from the sea by some fishermen. Probably some ship 
        carrying works of art had foundered in the shoals off Ostia, taking the statue down, club, 
        bearskin, beard and all. I tipped my forelock to the hero's smooth, handsome torso.

      Thank you, delectable demi-god. And by the way, nice arse!"

      I began a fast search of the neighbouring area. Parts appeared to be in the process of 
        redevelopment; there were cleared spaces and a couple of elderly atrium houses standing 
        empty. In a side street, I finally found the place where Diocles used to stay. I learned 
        that his Auntie Vestina, a freedwoman of the imperial house, had lived for many years 
        right beside the Temple of Hercules Invictus. The aunt's house had burned down about this 
        time last year. The first woman I spoke to had not seen the aunt since.

      That would have been bad enough, but if Vestina had escaped and relocated I might have 
        tracked her down eventually. Sadly, I found another neighbour who knew the whole story. 
        The fire had started at night. Help took a long time coming. Vestina had been crippled 
        with arthritis and she was asthmatic. She could not struggle out of her burning house 
        quickly enough, and was killed by the smoke before she could be rescued.
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      Feeling melancholy, I cut back towards the Forum and started walking home. I hit the 
        Decumanus Maximus at a crossroads, where it took a slight bend as it turned from its 
        original axis towards the Marine Gate. This was a major junction with a shrine and market 
        stalls, old established fishmongers and butchers. Ahead were public buildings, first the 
        Basilica and then the Forum itself. Those bore the marble stamp of Augustus, telling 
        locals and new arrivals how exceedingly rich the spoils of Egypt had made him, and how 
        determined he was to be seen as ruler of the world. The area where the streets met was 
        full of life. It made a sad contrast to the dead spaces behind me, though when the empty 
        lots were redeveloped, that part of town would be a fine place to live, central and 
        probably select.

I'd like to know about a fire in the next street where a 
        woman died last year."

      We can give you courtesy, high class saluting, and a very hard kick up the arse," said the 
        second man, the charming, witty one, while his idiot cronies ogled. We don't know anything 
        about that fire.

If someone in the crowd here had screamed for 
        help, the Fourth would have shown themselves to be good men. But ceremonial was not their 
        strength.

      So a shambolic group, of all heights and body weights, were shifting about in their motley 
        homespun tunics, while Fusculus gave benign instructions when he felt like it. Relaxed by 
        nature, Fusculus enjoyed catching villains; that was so he could pick their brains for a 
        treatise on the underworld. He was an expert on criminal cant; this hobby had taken him 
        far beyond the norms of laundry-snitching and the confidence trickster's happy finesse of 
        a plump mark, into farricking, boogle-squiddling and the long toddle [which he told me 
        once was a shorter version of marathon-running, which in Aventine street slang means 
        fleeing justice.

      A cluster of locals was clearly unimpressed with our lot. Penned behind a temporary 
        barrier, these folk were cheering a home-grown team. a large, brutally well organised 
        contingent from the builders' guild wheeled in and began putting on a welcome for the new 
        vigiles.

      These men were good. They knew it too. Their crack troops were out today, 
        demonstration-marching as if the Emperor was reviewing them. The display was skilled and 
        meticulous. They could march and salute, and salute while marching. They stayed the 
        correct distance from each other as if measured with a swagger stick. Their lines were 
        straight. Their double and triple rows were square. Their right-angled turns were crunched 
        to perfection.

      No town can support a paramilitary group of over three hundred and fifty hard bastards 
        without their influence in civic life becoming dangerous. Gaius Baebius and I had seen the 
        boot-boys being obnoxious on fire duty and this closer look did not fill me with joy.

      They went in for sleeveless tunics that would show offbulging biceps.

      They had big, boozers" bodies. I knew what they would be like off duty too, big mouths and 
        bloody politics.

      The Ostians seemed happy, but this carnival had given me a chill.

      I stood in the press outside the Curia. The quickest way home was to cross in front of the 
        Capitol, where Rubella and Petro still stood glumly, beneath a canvas awning supported on 
        posts; reluctant to be seen, I waited. Normally I would have hailed Petro. I was not in a 
        mood to fraternise.

      As the display reached its noisy climax and ended, top men in the guild approached 
        Rubella. He and Petronius obligingly shook hands; their polite response seemed genuine, 
        though I guessed otherwise.

The biggest guest 
        tonight was the Pontifex of Vulcan, the top priest, who came attended by his own little 
        set of functionaries and public slaves.

I hated them sliming a way 
        into business deals through their trade camaraderie. The councillor who was now being 
        gracious to Rubella would be praised on his statue plinth for his good works; the good 
        works were nothing less than benefactions to the building contractors, in the form of 
        fiddled contracts.

He was with a friend, a friend who 
        had no objection to me buying him a drink as well.
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      My boy," said Pa, acknowledging our relationship. He managed just-not to sound 
        disparaging. I made no comment.

      His companion tilted his winecup to me. No introduction was offered, though he looked 
        vaguely familiar and viewed me with a whimsical air as if he were about to slap my back 
        and remember some incident I would rather forget.

      Oh yes. Six or eight of you back him into a dark alley, and give your opinions in the 
        customary manner, he'll hand her back as quick as spit. The problem will be making the 
        love lorn girlie see her predicament."

      Fathers know how to explain things." From mine, that was rich.

      Posidonius is a kindly fellow. He won't push her too hard, he brought her up very nicely, 
        and she will see his reasoning."

      I laughed bitterly. Plainly you know nothing about daughters!"

      Don't be like that, son." As usual, my father was shocked to find anyone criticising his 
        past behaviour. He really had convinced himself that abandoning a wife and infant children 
        was fine. Now he was hurt and I was angry. Some things don't change.

      You have tied the kidnaps to the Cilicians?" asked the other man of me.

      They have inadvertently let me identify a couple of their group."

      If my scribe turned up, I'd be out of here. The kidnappers have both the navy and the 
        vigiles on their tail now. It can't be long to a showdown."

      So then goodbye, Cilicians! If the navy and the vigiles are closing in, they may find your 
        scribe for you. You might lose your fee.“ Well, thanks for that! Favonius, I have to go . 
        . .”

      The man had slipped away almost before we registered his polite self-extraction. He left 
        behind a whiff of shaving unguent and, for me, a slightly cheated feeling.

It's hard 
        to see what all the fuss was," I commented, though my uncle's deliberate way of annoying 
        people explained a lot about his reputation.

      Pa and I both saw ourselves as members of the solid Didius clan; we were two bumptious 
        boys from Rome, the only place worth living.

      So now we two kings of society lifted our winecups, saluted each other with a clink, and 
        were for once at peace together. Now we were doing what town boys really enjoy. laughing 
        at an eccentric country relative.
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      Helena was intrigued when she heard of my meeting. So why didn't you recognise your uncle?"

      Sailing off Xanthos. Good pickings if the season holds, but the Lycians don't like us 
        being here. Met a large trader out of Sidon but Marion came up during our action and we 
        had to fight him off. Later followed the Europa, out of Thera, but no luck; Melanthos got 
        that . . . Offer to partner the Illyrians but they are faithless and too violent . . ."

      Too violent'? That was hilarious. Once he had stripped his victims of valuables, the 
        writer never hesitated to hurl people overboard to drown. He only took prisoners if they 
        were suitable as slaves.

      We glared at each other. The man in charge was dark, domineering and displeased. His 
        fierce gaze suggested he was ready for a fight.

      And?"

      Arion." The wounded man had stiffened up; now the pair moved apart, covering my escape 
        route.

      Sorry. I thought you were just waving a greeting."

      Caninus, you let the Illyrians take me. You never expected to see me alive today."

      Oh be reasonable, man. A trireme in harbour cannot be moved without re-tensioning the main 
        cables, the hypozomata I raised an eyebrow and let him burble nervously. Run fore and aft; 
        hold the timbers in a lock along the length. We slacken off the hawsers, to rest the 
        frame, when we dock for any period, standard practice. It's impossible to sail like that; 
        the ship could break her back." The attache, who had always talked too much, finally 
        stopped.

      Caninus, I never expected pursuit by trireme. Tell me, how come a bunch of Illyrians who 
        are working new versions of the old trade, ever felt comfortable with their liburnian 
        moored tight against three naval warships? Do the Cilicians cosy up to you in the same way?

      Caninus, what exactly is your game?"

      Excuse me He was turning away. I will be needed to brief Marcus Rubella."

      I had already briefed Lucius Petronius with my own thoughts on Caninus.

      We walked in silence until we came to the side street that led to the vigiles station 
        house. The prisoners and their escort must all be inside already.

      Aren't you coming, Falco?" Caninus asked in some surprise when I made it plain I was 
        heading off down the Decumanus.

      I'm still looking for my scribe. Besides, I have a sense of family. I have no wish to be 
        present if you are intending to proscribe my Uncle Fulvius."

      A small tight smile disfigured the navy man's well-barbered face.

      He turned down the side street. I continued along the main highway towards our apartment, 
        hoping to find Helena Justina there.

      LIX

      I stood on the steps of the Temple of Rome and Augustus, thinking.

      This temple must have been one of the earliest symbols of imperial power. Built by 
        Tiberius in honour of his stepfather and of our lucky city, it was entirely composed of 
        marble. Six fluted columns adorned the front area, which had a platform whence political 
        speakers could bore the luckless crowds on festive days. A couple of extra columns turned 
        around each side to entrances where stone stairs led to the interior. To call the edifice 
        triumphalist would be an under-statement. Not only did Victory fly her stuff on tiptoe 
        from forty feet up on the top pinnacle of the fancy frieze, but indoors the cult statue 
        was Roma Victrix, a large lass dressed up in an Amazon costume. She had a figure like 
        Helena, though Helena would kick me for saying so. Let's say, Roma Victrix was in good 
        shape, but as the incarnation of the Golden City she headed up a great new trading empire 
        which imported titbits from every part of the world, and quite clearly she enjoyed her 
        food.

The piazza was 
        packed with people, the late afternoon surge of pedestrians going to the baths and workmen 
        walking home, but I was on a vantage point and I had the whole Forum area in plain sight.

      Mutatus must have gone out at the back, and on the Basilica side; from my position, which 
        was on a corner, I had been watching the other exit.

      I walked down the steps and went to the rear of the temple. At a street corner caupona no 
        one could tell me anything. I crossed the back of the temple. Here began the main road to 
        the Porta Laurentina.

Seen anyone leave the temple just 
        before I came around the corner? Which way did he go?"

      A grimy arm, swathed in dreadful rags, waved vaguely down the Cardo Maximus, towards the 
        far Laurentine Gate. The man was probably drunk. He looked too verminous to question at 
        close quarters. I had to decide whether I believed him. With nothing else on offer, I set 
        off up the road.

I wondered if they were heading outside the Gate, so my day would 
        be ending as it began, at a necropolis.

      When they turned off the Cardo it was just before the town Gate, but even though they were 
        not going to the necropolis I had a gloomy premonition.

      I knew this place. I had been here one quiet morning, during my extended search for 
        temples. It was no use to me then, and I would rather not have had it become significant 
        now. Fulvius and Zeno had entered the sanctuary of the Great Mother. Cybele. That was bad 
        enough.

A jumble of buildings on my right were, 
        I thought, for adherents of the cult. Maybe the priests' living quarters if, as at Rome, 
        this exotic cult's celebrants were kept away from daily life lest Eastern mysticism 
        contaminate our sturdy Western values.

      My task now was hopeless. The sanctuary was far too busy. People were everywhere; as a 
        meeting place where kidnappers and victims could be unobserved, this site had been chosen 
        cunningly.

      If you want to see a hell hole, try the underground tomb at the Mamertine in Rome."

      The old pirate shuddered. Nobody gets out of there."

      My voice was cold. I did!"

      He gazed at me. You're full of surprises, Falco."

      Sometimes I surprise myself. At this moment, knowing that you run organised kidnap 
        rackets, I am surprised to find myself talking to you . . . You had nothing to say when I 
        approached you for aid before. Why do you want to see me, old man?"

      I noticed now that Damagoras was thinner and older-looking than when he dealt with me so 
        arrogantly at his villa. Time was running out for him. This cell in the decrepit barracks 
        was no place for his ancient bones, already aching after a long, active life at sea. You 
        still want to find Diocles, Falco?" he asked.

I told him all about my past, and when he had had a drop to drink, 
        he told me what was on his own mind. He had troubles.”

      You're right. He had come to Ostia to do something about it."

      Is this how he came to grief?"

      All I know,“ said Damagoras, is that he started working for one of the builders. He got 
        himself a job as a carrier for a concrete maker, Lemnus.”

It was the man Diocles blamed 
        for his aunt's death, wasn't it?” I shook him.

He's always hanging around here, he wants the contract 
        to rebuild this station house He drew a finger across the top of his head, to signify 
        stranded hair. Privatus."

      I let the old man stagger back and find his seat. I believed the story.

I had already obtained a second cup and poured wine for him from my 
        jug. We talked about the situation briefly. He asked me about Fulvius. I said honestly 
        that the story of Fulvius working as an agent for the navy seemed convincing, but that I 
        would not be surprised if his connections with the Illyrians from Dyrrhachium were murky. 
        Given his history, I reckoned he had fled abroad again. This visit to Ostia would be one 
        more confused sighting over which my family would mutter and argue all through Saturnalia.

When Gaius was taking his breakfast 
        at the Dolphin in Portus that morning, Caninus had slunk into the brothel opposite, the 
        Damson Flower.
